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Things have been a little bit quiet on the Parkwood front in the last few weeks due to essay constraints on most of the committee and regular members, however the last three weeks has seen the results from the survey come through, which will be discussed at greater length in the next report. On a preliminary basis it appears that the major issues surround the food aspect of Woody’s and the extreme lack of social space in Parkwood other than a pub and a closed off seated area for some students. 

Parkwood Committee has also been discussing their involvement with the summer De-stress campaign and is attempting to organize a large picnic style event with some blankets and music; however this remains in early developmental stages.

Finally I have been taking part in the JCC Review, and feel that the meeting that has occurred so far was extremely productive and am very excited to continue the process and hopefully improve the system towards it’s fullest capacity.
