1. That the law on the sale of cigarettes is to anyone aged 16 and over.

2. That Essentials run by Kent Union sells cigarettes.

1. To raise the age of people allowed to buy cigarettes in all our outlets to 18 years of age.

2. To mandate the Environment and Ethics Scrutiny Committee to take responsibility for this and its implementation and promotion and for the Sabbaticals on that committee to work with the retail manager on this issue.
